Liberia had just endured a difficult 
civil war. During the war, young boys

for their lives. Oliver wanted the boys 
to come back to the city without fear of 
retribution. He wanted to begin a club 
where the children learned the ways of 
peace. Within four months, Oliver had 

gained government clearance to form a 
club and assemble for the purposes of 

YPC. At the first meeting, after a parade 
through the village, more than one 

hundred children gathered to become 
charter members of Liberia’s first Young 

Peacemakers Club.
